3. CULTURAL PROGRAMME

but, their impact can be witnessed now a days even in the smaller cities and




towns. There is an urgent need for the learned members of our society to come
forward to prevent erosion in our cultural, tradition and ethical values.

The society as and honest attempt to safeguard the social values a cultural
programme was organized by the society. On this occasion different kind of
dance and other cultural programme was organized by the society. The
performers were the school going children from the different school of the area.
Programme showed the rich cultural heritage of the various state of India. At the
end of the programme prize were distributed among the good performers.

. ROAD SAFETY PROGRAMME

Every year in India about 150000 people are killed and 500000 injured in
approximately 500000 road accidents. The working age group of 18-60 years
account to about 85% of road accident deaths injuries and particular those
related to road crashes. Road safety is a complex issue of concern considering
its magnitude and gravity and the negative impact on economy, public health
and the general welfare of people, particularly those with low income. Although
various road safety programs are being implemented these have not had
required impact and the no. of road accidents and fatalities continue to rise.
Society has organized various road safety awareness programs involving grass
root level communities, empowering and enabling to take responsibility of their
own safety as well as other road users.

. COMPUTER EDUCATION PROGRAMME

Its widely accepted that we are living in an increasingly digital world and the
role of software in our life is becoming critical whether it is in booking of train
ticket, banking using search engine for getting information communicating
friends political parties and NGOs using net of campaigns individuals
participating in professional and social networks. Software is a basic building
block of the digital world and structure our social interaction. The main aim of
the society is to reach out to all the children from disadvantage background
which don't have opportunities for an exposure to IT like the other children. The
focus of program was on availing the less privileged children who get less
access to the IT training in professional institute.

An awareness generation programme aimed at making women aware from
about their health needs and nutrition was organized by society at District
Maharajganj. This programme was organized by the rural women in large
